Background
The Professionals for Reform Support Mechanism (PRSM) provides human resource support — from
managers to technical experts - to critical reform initiatives undertaken by national governmental agencies.
PRSM is a multi-donor platform, which improves coordination of donor efforts for greater impact and
avoids overlap of donor funding. It does not support routine work of the Government of Ukraine that is
normally managed by the civil service. To do this, PRSM:

Reform Initiative

The Secretariat to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine (SCMU) is a key body within Ukrainian government,
which is charged with setting the agenda and policy coordination across state agencies. With the ongoing
governance reform, the SCMU serves as a model for line ministries in upgrading operational processes,
establishing strategic planning and policy making capabilities, and building a modern and capable public
service.

The objective of the governance reform initiative is to strengthen SCMU’s capacity in multiple directions
including implementation of strategic planning and Results-Based Management (RBM), policy analysis, and
reform monitoring.

The Strategic Planning/RBM Expert will be responsible for development and implementation of the
strategic planning methodology in coordination with SCMU and line ministries, and will provide
recommendations on adjusting the strategic planning methodology to RBM principles.
